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Music Notes | A Multitude of Voices 
 
In an effort to create a fuller and more inclusive picture of the richness of our musical 
heritage, we will be exploring music composed by women, BIPOC, and other 
historically under-represented composers.  
 
This year we will be focusing on women composers, including music composed by 
Sarah MacDonald, Mel Bonis, Jessica French, Stephanie Martin, Joy-Leilani Garbutt, 
and others.  Despite being historically under-represented in the musical canon, women 
have been active contributors to all eras and styles of music from antiquity to 
contemporary.  
 
The composer of this morning's organ interlude during communion was by Juliette 
Nadia Boulanger was a French music teacher and conductor. She taught many of the 
leading composers and musicians of the 20th century, and performed occasionally as a 
pianist and organist.  From a musical family, she achieved early honours as a student at 
the Conservatoire de Paris but, believing that she had no talent as a composer, she gave 
up writing music and became a teacher. In that capacity, she influenced generations of 
young composers, especially those from the United States and other English-speaking 
countries.  
 
Boulanger taught in the U.S. and England, working with music academies including 
the Juilliard School, the Royal College, and Academy of Music, but her principal base 
for most of her life was her family's flat in Paris, where she taught for most of the seven 
decades from the start of her career until her death at the age of 92.
